Out of respect for participants, we request 
that each group booking be similar in interests.  As an example, sketching and photography mix well, but 
young children may not.   
 
We Supply:  Transportation, spotting scopes, walking sticks, rain ponchos and hats, and safety equipment 
including a satellite phone.  We’ll pick you up and return you to Whitehorse.  Half-day trips include snacks 
and drinks; full-day trips include lunch, drinks and snacks.   
 
You Supply:  Equipment and materials in your chosen medium.  Suitable clothing and shoes are advised.  
Remember that our climate may be colder and windier than you’re used to.  Bring your vision and 
perceptivity, and a sense of humour if we get rained out!   
 
Small Print:  We reserve the right to cancel or alter trips for your safety due to weather or other 
conditions.  Participants must sign a waiver of liability form prior to trips or renting equipment.
